This term the children are writing poetry linked to the 'Tale of the Three Brothers' from
Harry Potter. They will also be writing a newspaper report linked to their guided reading text
'Pig Heart Boy'. These pieces of writing will include poetic devices, fronted adverbials,
expanded noun phrases, similes, metaphors, paragraphs, subordinating and coordinating
conjunctions as well as other features we have looked at in Year 5 and 6.
