Maths:
In maths this term the children will be learning about:

e Finding perimeter and area of rectangular and compound shapes.

Area of triangles and parallelograms.

¢ Find volume/capacity of cuboids.

e Estimation and comparison of area, volume and capacity.

e Adding and subtracting decimals across 1.

e Adding and subtracting decimals with different numbers of decimal places.
e Mental and efficient problem solving strategies.

e Decimal sequences.

e Multiplying and dividing decimals.

e Equivalent fractions as decimals.

Times tables :

This year, we will continue to focus on times tables. It was a government expectation that by
the end of Year 4, all children should know their times table and division facts up to and
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including 12 x 12. To continue to support the children with their times tables they will
continue to complete times table focused activities as part of their Maths lessons.

Throughout the year, the children will continue to be tested on their times tables to further
boost/secure their knowledge and also give them an opportunity to earn their times tables
certificates.

English:

In English this term the children will begin by writing a formal letter of complaint. This will
enhance their ability to write formally and adapting tone to the intended recipient. The class
will then move on to writing report. They will first write a Non-Chronology Report based on
the learning from out Humanities topic, World War 2. Their final piece of writing this term
will be a Chronological Police report focusing on engaging a reader and recounting an event
in chronological order.

The homework is
always fully explained to the children and often recaps things they have been learning in
class.

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Water Bottles
