the World, Grace and Family and The Queen's Hat. The children will be writing their own
biographies, diary entries and a short narrative. We will be looking at the structure of these
styles of writing with particular focus on tenses, conjunctions, nouns and verbs.

EYFS children will be looking at a series of different books, where they will explore the
structures of narratives, making predictions on stories, labelling and exploring adjectives. We
will do this via our class texts of The Very Hungry Caterpillar, Oliver's Vegetables and Jack
and the Beanstalk.

Science

In Year 1 and 2, the children will be learning about plants. They will explore the following
areas:

e Exploring the structures of different plants
e Find out how plants grow and what they need
e Discover how plants benefit us

cycles. We will be focusing on how living things grow and change over time and discussing
the different functions of plants.

Homework

Homework will be set on a Friday and is due in the following Wednesday. The homework is
always fully explained to the children and often recaps things they have been learning in
class. The children will be sent home with a copy of the pick and mix grid which has the
homework for the term on (this is also available on the school’s website).

Water Bottles

Please ensure that water bottles contain only water as squash and fizzy drinks are not
permitted in the classroom.

PlusPay
