It was a government expectation that by 

the end of Year 4, all children should know their times table and division facts up to and 

including 12 x 12. To continue to support the children with their times tables they will be 

singing songs and doing times table focused activities as part of their Maths lessons. 

Throughout the year, the children will continue to be tested on their times tables to further 

boost/secure their knowledge and also give them an opportunity to earn their times tables 

certificates.

This term the children are writing with the purpose to explain. They will start by writing an 

explanation text based on the text 'The Pebble in my pocket'. The text will include fronted 

adverbials, expanded noun phrases, causal conjunctions, paragraphs, subordinating and 

coordinating conjunctions as well as other features we have looked at in Year 3 and 4.
