In English this term the children will begin using Visual Literacy to write for a range of
purposes: Narrative, Descriptions, Persuasive and Explanation. We will begin by using Harry
Potter as our stimuli for our first pieces of writings, and will look at the composition of the
books during Guided Reading sessions. Towards the end of the term, we will use the World
Cup as stimuli for our final writes this term - focusing on writing to report.

Please ensure that water bottles contain only water as squash and fizzy drinks are not
permitted in the classroom. We also ask that all water bottles are named so the children can
easily identify theirs and that they are plastic. Glass bottles are not permitted in school.

PlusPay

Fishtoft Academy is a cashless school. To support this, we use an app called PlusPay to pay
for a range of things in school (Breakfast/Afterschool club, Trips etc.).
